Our last Leadership Board meeting was centered around finances. I opened the meeting by 

reading Matthew 25:24-27. 

 

Now the one who had received one valuable coin came and said,  

‘Master, I knew that you are a hard man. You harvest grain where you have not sown.  

You gather crops where you haven’t spread seed.  

So I was afraid. And I hid my valuable coin in the ground.  

Here, you have what is yours.’ His master replied, ‘You evil and lazy servant!  

You knew that I harvest grain where I haven’t sown and  

that I gather crops where I haven’t spread seed?  

In that case, you should have turned my money over to the bankers  

so that when I returned, you could give me what belonged to me with interest. 

 

The servant given one coin to invest was scared. So scared that he was paralyzed and did 

nothing with what he was given. His fear kept him from recognizing that he could take the 

simple step of investing the money with the bank to accrue interest, ensuring that he would 

have a return on the investment. As a board, we are challenged to make the best decision we 

can with the resources that have been entrusted with us by the church membership. We 

cannot let fear of making a decision keep us from moving forward as a church. This is our 

challenge. As a church member, I ask you to think about what is scaring you. Is it holding you 

back, keeping you from making an important decision? Jesus challenges us to make a 

decision, to do something. The first step is the hardest. But, it gets us moving.
